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THREE out of four of Scotland’s leading frontline officers have claimed in a poll the SNP cannot meet its key manifesto pledge on police numbers.
First Minister Alex Salmond won this month’s Holyrood poll after promising to keep on all of the extra 1000 men and women in uniform delivered during its firstadministration.

But an electronic poll of 50 members of the Association of Scottish Police Superintendents (Asps) yesterday found that 76% believed it was not feasible to retain the current roll of
17,234 officers across Scotland.

It raised serious concern about the SNP majority government’s ability to meet its commitment in the face of sizeable public sector spending cuts.

The survey came as senior policing figures fear that forces’ ruling boards of councillors will be tempted to cut numbers for civilian staff instead of officers.
Iam now looking for the proponents of a single force to answer those questions and allay those fears, hopefully

Chief Superintendent David O’Connor, Asps president, said: “Abalanced workforce is all about the right people with the right skills in the right jobs.
“It would denude the frontline if we start taking highly confident and experienced police officers and putting them in to office jobs.”

Mr O’Connor was last night sceptical about maintaining headline officer figures. He add-ed: “My take on itis that something has to give. If we are going to see cuts of 2.5% plus
inflation in future years the mathematics speak for themselves.”

Some senior officers have previously criticised the Government for fixating on a single target number for officers rather than funding for the service in the round.

Kevin Smith, the chief constable of Central Scotland Police, told the gathering near Peebles that keeping up numbers was feasible, although he added: “Is it desirable?”

A
nationwide consultation recently ended. He said: “l think the case for a single force is strengthening.
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“Itis not simplya saving in back office in terms of eight different procurement departments, HR departments, itis also an
